QUALIFICATION / RULES AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

** PLEASE READ THIS * * 
The BSPS Affiliated classes are qualifiers for the BSPS Winter Championship show. 

The 1st, 2nd & 3rd prize winners will qualify in the Novice classes and Open First Pony of Show Hunter Type class and in the MIXED HEIGHT NOVICE CLASSES the 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th prizewinners will qualify. In the open classes the three highest placed restricted animals in each class will qualify and in the MIXED HEIGHT OPEN CLASSES the four highest placed restricted animals will qualify (RIDERS ON RESTRICTED ANIMALS MUST WEAR A WHITE ARMBAND).

Animals must be registered before the date of the show at which they qualify for the Winter Championships and must be ridden by BSPS Members except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies, providing they have a valid JMB Certificate before the date of the Championship they qualify for. 

Any animal that has qualified for the SP/SHP/WHP classes at the R.I.H.S 2011/2012 or H.O.Y.S 2011
/2012 is not eligible for the Restricted SP/SHP/WHP qualification in the Open SP/SHP/WHP classes. 
B.S.P.S. AREA 11 MEMBERS ROSETTE: A member’s rosette will be awarded to the highest placed Area 11 member. Riders to enter the ring wearing a RED armband. 

ALL RULES AS PER THE 2012 BSPS RULE & HANDBOOK ALL PONIES MUST BE 4 YRS OLD OR OVER AND AGES FOR THE RIDERS AS PER THE BSPS RULE AND HANDBOOK.
1) This show is affiliated to the British Show Pony Society (B.S.P.S.) and all persons competing, showing or otherwise taking part in the B.S.P.S. Classes, whether or not members of the B.S.P.S., are subject to the Constitution and Rules of the B.S.P.S., including any disciplinary procedures and shall be deemed to have consented to the jurisdiction of the B.S.P.S. All rules as per the 2012 B.S.P.S. Rule & Show Handbook. All horses/ponies must be four years old or over. 

2) Correctly secured British Riding Hats PAS015, EN1384 (USA) ASTMFI1163 that meet current Safety Standard MUST be worn by riders at all times when mounted. This is to include the fancy dress competition. 

3) The Committee shall not responsible for any injury, loss or damage to any person, animal or property whatsoever and all those attending the Show in whatever capacity acknowledge this. 

4) The Committee reserves the rights to refuse any entry, amalgamate, split, cancel or move classes to another ring as they deem fit. 

5) Disputes must be made in writing to the Secretary’s Office within 15 minutes of the end of the class, with a deposit of £20.00, which will be refunded if the objection is upheld. Such disputes will be settled by three members of the Show Committee as appointed by the Chairman.  Any disputes under J.M.B. rules must be dealt with in accordance with J.M.B. rules. 

6) COMPETITORS MUST ABIDE BY THE PARKING STEWARD / STEWARDS INSTRUCTIONS, ANY COMPETITOR FAILING TO COMPLY WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE SHOWGROUND AND THEIR ENTRY FEES WILL NOT BE REFUNDED. 

7) No refund of entry fees will be made except on cancellation of the show.

HERITAGE QUALIFICATION 
The 1st, 2nd, and 3rd placed ponies in the novice classes will qualify and in mixed height novice classes 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th prizewinners will qualify. In the open (restricted) classes the qualification will be awarded to 1st, 2nd and 3rd prizewinners overall and the three highest restricted animals in each class, and in the mixed height open (restricted) classes the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th prizewinners overall and the four highest placed restricted animals will qualify, (riders on restricted animals MUST wear an armband) Restricted animals may also be placed in the overall class and qualify for both open and restricted sections. Animals must be registered before the date of the show at which they qualify for the Winter Championships and must be ridden by BSPS members, except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies. 

NPS WINTER CHAMPIONSHIP QUALIFYING ROUNDS 
This show is affiliated to the National Pony Society and the NPS affiliated classes will be run under NPS rules. Classes are open to members and non-members of the NPS, but non-members will need to become Full members to enter the finals at the NPS Spring Festival 2012. 

The NPS general rules for showing apply. 

In each class the three highest placed ponies not already qualified within the first six places will qualify. Winnings in the 2011/2012 Novice and Pure Novice Winter Championship will not debar ponies from the NPS 2012 Mountain and Moorland Novice Ridden competitions. 

PONIES (UK) SUMMER CHAMPIONSHIP QUALIFICATION - This show is a qualifier for the 2012 P (UK) Summer Championship show. The 1st, 2nd and 3rd in each qualifying class will qualify. Competitors in qualifying positions, who are not current members of P (UK) are allowed 14 days in which to become members and register their horses/ponies in order for the qualification to remain valid. NO qualification cards will be awarded in the ring.

EQUIFEST QUALIFICATION - The two highest placed exhibits not already qualified will qualify for the relevant Equifest championship to be held at the East of England Showground on the 15th-19th August 2012.
